FIRST AUTHORIZING, the Town, to sell for $1.00 vacant unused land being a portion 
of an unpaved paper street known as Landmark Drive in the Town of Union to Brian 
and JoAnn Howard whose land abuts said paper street and for said Brian and JoAnn 
Howard to pay all costs, fees and expenses of such transfer by quit claim deed. 
 
SECOND DELEGATING to the Supervisor to execute any documents and to take such 
additional and further action as is necessary to implement this resolution, and 
 
THIRD, DETERMINING that the resolution is subject to permissive referendum.
